The bus leaves Rye Harbour at 10.45 and 13.45 getting up to Rye about 5 minutes later and returning buses leave Rye at approximately 13.25 and 16.25 (may run a little later than that). Fares are just as usual – 60p adult single and 90p return, 30p child/Countycard single and 45p return.

I say adventure bus because it could well be one, the bus travels from Rye Harbour to Rye, Playden, Peasmarsh, Beckley, Northiam Station, Ewhurst Green, Bodiam Castle, Staplecross, Sedlescombe and Battle and then returning the way it came. It’s a shame it doesn’t run on Saturdays as then you would be able to catch it to Northiam Summer Fayre, I did actually attended last years one and it was a delightful day.
