One of the main organisers of the events, Vanessa Jordan, said she was “chuffed” at how well the fun days had been received.  Special thanks to Val Smith of the Early Years Development Centre, who co-ordinated all 3 events, Rother Homes, the Village Shop and Budgens of Rye who donated masses of fruit for the fruit shy.

There has also been a 2 day Young Leader Award programme provided by People for Action, a programme of leadership training for young people between the ages of 9 and 13.  The programme supports them in working with younger children by teaching leadership skills through a whole range of games and activities.

Rod Chapman from the very successful Rye Wharf has recently cleared the land behind the Village Hall for the project being instigated by Clair from Parent and Toddler for play equipment to be installed for the toddlers and many thanks go to Rod for his continuing help.

Parent and Toddler are on a Wednesday morning, 10am till 12.00pm, lots of fun for toddlers and refreshments for parents and carers.

The Rye Harbour Ducks Playground Association has been formed to raise money towards building a playground suitable for young children on waste ground behind the Village Hall.  The land is owned by Icklesham Parish Council, who have agreed to part fund the project, which will cost about £15,000.  The aim is to start building of the playground on 1st September of this year.  Over the next few months we will be holding a series of fund-raising events around the village.  This will be a permanent facility for all of the young children of the village and it is hoped that the whole village will support this project.  For more information on the project or to offer assistance please phone Claire on 223894.
